* A server is a computer that serves up
information to other computers on a network.

When
something is in the cloud, it
means it is stored on servers on
the Internet instead of on your
computer.

* Previously, we talked about how desktop
applications allow you to perform specific
tasks on your computer. However, there are
also web applications—or web apps—which
run in the cloud and do not need to be
installed on your computer.

* These are called cloud apps.
